~--~Another Scottish writer will be in residence at Glendon this
vear, thanks to exchange arrangements between the Canada Council
and the Scottish Arts Council. He is Clifford Hanley of Glasgow
--novelist, journalist, broadcaster, and author of 15 books.
Here is what Vancouver broadcaster Glennis 2ilm recently said
about Mr. Hanley:

"If vou don‘t know Hanley's works, now is an excellent time
to make yourself familiar with them. You will likely find some-
thing that will asppeal, mainly because he writes in a variety of
styles. His novels, often high comedy, include: Love from Every-
body; The Taste of Too Much, The Hot Month and The Red-Haired
Bitch.,... 1In 1965, he wrote the text for a highly-~respected sketch-
book of Scotland, titled A Skinful of Scotch. As you can guess,
from his titles, his books are a bit on the irreverent side, full
of fun and delightful writing, but there are serious sides as well,
and he exhibits a deep love for his country. He has done some
film scripts and his film work includes the Oscar-winning Seaward
the Great Ships...."

"For mystery buffs, Clifford Hanley is likely to be much
better known as Henry Calvin, one of the absolute favourites for

thcse who like fast-paced modern adventures. If you're a mystery
buff, try It'sDifferent Abrcocad, The Italian Gadget or The DNA
Business. ...

"We suspect that his Canadian visit will produce the basis for
a book=--and will want to watch closely a couple of years from now
to 'see ourselves as Cliff Hanley sees us--and I expect it will
tickle the funny bone."

My, and Mrs. Hanley will be taking up residence at Glendon
Hall on September 13. Mr. Hanley will also be provided with
office space in 'C’ wing of York Hall.

Under the terms of the Canada/Scotland agreement, Mr. Hanley
- will devote himself mainly to his work, but he will also travel
in Canada, give lectures and readings, and participate in lit-
erary events. In addition, he has very kindly consented to be
involved in some "Special Topics" work in journalistic and other
creative writing with a small group of Glendon students strongly
interested in those areas and already possessing some background
in them.

~-Absent from the campus this year will be Dr. Irving Abella,
Professcr of History and erstwhile Coordinator of Canadian
Studies. He has received a Guggenheim Fellowship to pursue
full-time for a year his studies into the way in which Canada
treated the Jewish "boat people" fleeing from Nazism in the 1930's
and 1940°s.

Meanwhile, Professor David Wolfe .of the Political Science
Department will coordinate Canadian Studies from his office at
352 York Hall. In addition to the regular academic programme,
a number of distinguished speakers and other special events in
Canadian Studies (open to all students) are planned.

The first Canadian Studies meeting will be at 1:00 p.m. on
Thursday, September 10 in the Hearth Room.

--Professor Suzanne Legault in 138 York Hall is the coordinator
of the Second Language Monitor programme at Glendon this year.
If you have received this $3,000 fellowship, or have questions
about eligibility in subsequent years, you should get in touch
with her early in the school year.

--The Department of French hires a number of francophone assistants.
To apply for one of these posts you should see Myriam Hazan-Obadia
in 207 York Hall.

--The deadline for applications for 1980 RHODES SCHOLARSHIPS is
October 25, 1979. Because of the documentation necessary to
support a successful application, the preparation of the appli-
cation should start well before that.

The nature of the Rhodes Scholarships, which finance study
at Oxford University for two years, with a possible extension to
three, has changed over the years. Among other things, they are
now just as available to women as to men.
