Craig Venter, a world-renowned
scientist who successfully mapped
his own genome and has made several
major scientific discoveries throughout
his career spoke to an audience on
February 28", explaining his plans to
create a life form that feeds on climate-
changing carbon dioxide to produce fuel.

Venter calls his new concept a fourth-
generation fuel, and hopes to start
testing it within the next 18 months.
During his speech, he quipped,“We
have the modest goals of replacing
the whole petrochemical industry and
becoming a major source of energy.”

The process would not involve creating
new life, but rather it would use
synthetic chromosomes to genetically
re-engineer certain existing organisms
to perform certain tasks. His idea
seems intensely complicated, but Venter
claims that the simplest of organisms
can be genetically altered to consume
atmospheric carbon and to produce
octane-based fuels such as methane.

The announcement comes as an

unexpected advancement, as third-
generation fuels such as bio-fuel have
barely carved out their section of the
market, and already we are advancing
towards something even more
revolutionary. This method appears to
be a large step in the right direction
towards curbing global warming and
climate change.

Venter, a charismatic spokesman of

his new theory claims,“We have 20
million genes which I call the design
components of the future.” But his
profound new ideas do not stop there:
Venter makes sure to stress his firm
belief that“We are limited here only by

our imagination.”

Organisms already exist that produce
octane, but not in the amounts needed
to be a fuel supply. The genetics of these
organisms need to be tinkered with to
increase the amount of carbon dioxide
they eat and octane they excrete. This,
apparently, is the easy part. The difficult
part, according to Venter, is extracting
high concentrations of carbon dioxide

from the air to feed the organisms.

Venter's major goals do not stop at this.
He plans to use organisms that produce
vaccines for the flu and other illnesses,
which will enable them to be available

on a much wider scale, saving many lives.
“We will see an exponential pace in the
change of the sophistication of organisms
and what they can do.” said Venter.

In perhaps his most unbelievable
statement an evening filled with ground-
breaking theories, Venter hinted at his
plans to eventually genetically alter
humans — an idea that could eliminate
many physiological and sociological
issues that people are born with.“We are
a ways away from designing people. Our
goal is just to make sure they survive long
enough to do that”

Clearly, his ideas have the potential to
be quite controversial. Many groups

against such genetic alterations, notably

hard-line religious groups, may make a
case against this. The question is, how
far is too far?

The psychologist
Thomas Nagel argued that humans
could never know what it is like to be
a bat, but now a boy in Russia knows
what it is like to be a bird.

A Russian newspaper, Pravda,
reported that a seven-year old
“bird-boy” has been rescued from
his home in Volograd. According to
Galina Volskaya— the social worker
responsible for initiating the rescue—
his 31-year-old mother treated him
just like one of her pet birds. She
later added: “And when you talk to
him, he chirps.” Their home seems
to have doubled as an aviary. It was

She neither beat him
nor left him without
food.

The only form of communication

In an apparent victory for
behaviourists everywhere, he has
adopted all the traits associated
with birds, and is unable to act in

a manner that could be described
as completely human. He has been
diagnosed with “Mowgli syndrome,”
a recently coined medical term to

describe children who mimic the
behaviour of animals.

His mother has signed a form for his
release and he has been temporarily
placed in a mental asylum. The boy will
soon be transferred to another center
for appropriate psychological care.

His recovery will be difficult as
children with no experience of
human customs, language and
habits before the age of six are often
unable to learn alternative ways of
communication and behaviour.

While the case is admittedly unusual
it is not without precedent. Last
February, it took social workers
three weeks to catch a four-year old
“wolf-boy” who lived with a pack of
stray dogs and cats in the Stavoropol
region of southern Russia. Arthur
Zverev barked, ran on all fours, and
was leader of the entire pack.

The Kremlin has ordered a study to
assess the economic advantages of
keeping children as house-pets.
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GLENDON’S NEW BREEZEWAY A BREATH OF FRESH AIR

RENOVATED B WING OFFERS WIDER SPACE, CLOSER SCHOOL COMMUNITY

Students have been frustrated by a
lack of easily accessible services and the
necessity of bringing it closer together has
been demonstrated by their inconsistent
participation in Glendon events. Now
with a $20-millon grant provided by York
University, Glendon has been renovating and
expanding York Hall with plans for more
renovations in the future, Pro Tem staff were
fortunate enough to be given a tour of the
new breezeway by Executive Director Gilles
Fortin, and it could be the answer to current
grievances,

The most important aspect of the breezeway
will be its function as a Student Common
Room where students can work, meet
and hang out. The large windows on
either side give the breezeway a definite
sense of space and imbue it with a warm,
open atmosphere. There are also plans to
install a coffeeshop or juice bar (perfect
for those marathon study sessions).

A new, refurbished GCSU office will be
installed along the south side of York Hall

and the large windows facing the outside
will certainly give their activities increased
“transparency.” Glendon Liason will also be
given an expanded office, meaning current
and incoming students will have an easier
time addressing their questions and concerns.
Another addition will be the Centre
Francophone—a feature sorely missing from
this bilingual campus. Though it will serve
an academic purpose, it is also important
for cultural reasons. A French centre will do
much more towards increasing bilingualism
on campus and promoting the French culture
at Glendon.

Other additions include more wireless
computers, a ‘no barriers’ washroom
accessible to the disabled, as well as
comfortable seating and tables.

There have been complaints about the length
of time construction has taken, but this was
the fault of the suppliers not the builders.
According to Fortin doorframes that were
supposed to be received in December did
not arrive until March. Also, the necessity of

installing new
classrooms
in A wing for
September
meant
construction
was delayed at
the beginning
of the year.

As a Glendon
graduate,
Fortin is
passionate
about
providing the
best  space
possible  for
Glendon
students and improving the rest of the
campus. While students have missed
student space, more will be given to them in
return. There are plans for further possible
renovations in the future including, a re-
furbished rose garden, a new garden by the

front entrance and better classrooms. The

possibilities are endless and students should
look forward to better function and a better
looking campus in the coming years.

Construction is slated for completion by
April 15,2008.

ne of the defining aspects of
Toronto is its vibrant spoken
word community, while the open stage
has become somewhat of an art form.
There are enough venues and readings
to keep even the most discerning
literary gourmand entertained, and
every week aspiring poets are able to
find their voice.

On March 6, 2008, Cervejaria hosted
a book launch by LyricalMyrical Press
where six poets read from their recently

published books, and each one offered

- an eclectic and intriguing performance.

s distinguishes itself with the
ueness of its book design. Each one

- The first reader was Kate Marshall

- Flaherty, whose book—Hobbledehoy—
- was a musing on youth and

attempted to capture the pains and

struggles of family and motherhood.

The next reader was Rocco de Giacomo,
whose humourous and insightful
poems about the displacement of travel
were highly entertaining. Highlights
included “Rite of Passage’, which was
about culture-shock and horrible
restaurant dining in Beijing. “RV Park
and Campground” detailed the perils of

cheap camping,

Sharon Singer’s book Global Warming—
was surprisingly not about climate
change—but rather about the personal
warmth possessed by each of us and
shared in certain key moments. She
accompanied her performance with a
CD of music composed and performed
by jazz saxophonist Bob Mover.

One of the most eccentric displays came
from the Killer Cubes and their poly-
vocal rendition of Roberto Marra’s book
The Word. One vocalist would read
‘normally’ accompanied by two others
who would often shout and scream

the words of the book. The author

later asked the audience not to take it

with any “concrete seriousness.” Their
reading included a slide presentation of
drawings by the author, which rotated in
a cube-like structure on a screen.

Dennison Smith read from her book
Anon, Necessity, which seemed to focus
on the images associated with words.
She closed her set by reading a passage
from a forthcoming novel. The title

of the novel was so long that word
restrictions prevent us from printing it.

The final reader was Carla Hartsfield,
whose book of poetry Blood, displayed
an adept understanding of the human
condition. Providing reflections on
everything from her childhood to
personal relationships, each poem took
blood as its subject. Her performance
was an incisive and provocative
meditation on life and love filled with
energy and emotion. Her poems have
a definite musical quality as each word
seemed to play like a note on a scale.

Overall it was a fun evening filled
with music, poetry laughter, and the
spoken word.

confusing world, many things
are overlooked. At times,
humanitarian crises have a way
of existing without being noticed
by our society, even when they
are occurring among us.

Cinematheque Ontario,

a branch of the Toronto
International Film Festival
Group, is renowned in the city
for its appreciation towards
avant-garde film. Once a year,
they set their focus on films
relating to Human Rights issues,
in an effort to spread awareness.

Seven films were selected for
this year’s festival, many of
which are centred on young
people. From as far away
as Afghanistan and Iraq,
Egypt, Congo and Spain

to as close as Queens, N.Y,
the humanitarian issues

are shocking at the very
least. All of the films come
highly-acclaimed from their
respective countries.

Perhaps the most intriguing
of the lot is an Iranian

film by eighteen-year-old
director Hana Makhmalbaf,
titled Buddha Collapsed

out of Shame. The film, set

in the Bamian province

of Afghanistan, follows a
female toddler, Baktay, on a
seemingly impossible mission
to attend school. Initially
slow-moving and terribly
frustrating, the film bursts
into a theme of political
allegory that characterizes the
overwhelming obstacles faced
during daily life by normal
Afghan citizens — particularly
a group of young male bullies
pretending to be the Taliban.
At times, scenes become

almost too horrifying to watch.

On a similar note, Taxi to the
Dark Side is an American-
made documentary aimed at
the abuse of prisoners of war
in Afghan and Iraqi prisons,
as well as Guantanamo

Bay. This includes the now
infamous incident involving
Dilawar, a young Afghani cab
driver, detained and beaten
to death by soldiers, as well
as the shocking examples of
torture that occurred at Abu

Ghraib in Iraq.

comes the film Chop Shop,
another American film
directed by Ramin Bahrani.
The film, set in an area of
Queens referred to as the
“Iron Triangle” where stolen
cars are often stripped for
parts, follows the young,
industrious Alejandro in

his quest to become an
entrepreneur and to take care
of his troubled older sister.
This incredibly believable
drama sheds light on the
day-to-day struggles and
hardships of the typical
lower-class American, marred
with poverty in a seemingly
eternal struggle to get out,
demonstrated through the
daily ups and downs of a boy

wise beyond his years.

These and other significant
films are available for the
Human Rights Watch
Fest.

Theatre. You might expect this from

a night club or a large event; but these
were students set to see a fashion show
promising clothing from throughout
the world.

Upon entrance to the theatre, patrons
were handed a program and a small
glass of champagne, a slightly tacky
bonus that added to the atmosphere of
the theatre, complete with the dimly-lit
stage and blaring music. The program
was helpful in identifying the models
and the organization of the show,
which was divided into nine sections,
representing the nine points of order
in the United Nations (unity, justice,

freedom, respect, etc.). There were
some sometimes unﬂattering country
names such as Juicy Japan, Rustic
Russia and Haute Couture Holland
that appeared in the model listing.
Other names such as The French
Connection and Clearly Canadian,
whether intended or not, caused some
patrons to laugh out loud.

The show itself was exactly what you
would expect from a fashion show

put on by a group of students, but

not necessarily in a bad way. The
atmosphere and stage preparation were
excellent, many of the models appeared
rigid or terribly nervous and several

of the outfits presented were dazzling.
Still, the fashion’ is where much of the
criticism lies.

Though many countries offered
cultural insight (Romania, India, and
Nigeria are of note), some proved to
be a little disappointing. The men’s
outfits started out well, but slowly
deteriorated into topless eye candy
strutting down the catwalk in a towel
or bathing suit. Representing Canada
was a female model clad in the flag

Rumours have arisen about clothing,
hair make-up, and spa days paid for
with GCSU money.

The show as a whole has received its
share of applause and of criticism.

30 year old intellectual and
travel writer living in Wroclaw,
Poland—has been convicted
of conspiracy to murder on the
~ basis of a book he wrote four

~ years ago. His philosophical

- crime novel, Amok has become
a sensation in Poland, and

a recent article in The New

Yorker by David Grann has
explored the implications of
Bala’s crime on art, philosophy,
and literature.

The controversy began in 2003,
when police inspector Jacek
Wroblewski re-opened a cold

case file on the murder of Polish

businessman Dariusz Janzewski.

Janizewski's bound and severely
tortured body had washed up
on the banks of the Oder River
on December 10, 2000, but his
murder had remained unsolved.
Wroblewski was able to link
Bala to selling the victim’s cell
phone online. At that time, Bala
had just published Amok, which
detailed the misadventures of a
bored Polish intellectual named
Chris. When Wrowblewski
picked up the book, he was
disturbed to find a murder
resembling Janiszewski’s.

Drawing together the ideas

of philosophers Ludwig
Wittgenstein (“there is no meta-
language”), Friedrich Nietzsche

|

(“there are no facts, only
interpretations”), and Jacques
Derrida (“As soon as there is
language, generality has entered
the scene”), he developed his
concept of “mytho-creativity”—
the myths a person tells about
themself take on the basis of
reality. For Bala, the notion of
malleable identity became the
final statement of art: if nothing
is true, than everything is
permissible.

Bala’s crime can be seen as

a culmination of his radical
philosophy. Searching for a
“limit-experience” to push

the boundaries of human
convention, Bala murdered
Janiszewski and wrote about it
afterwards to prove his cultural
and intellectual superiority.
Like a post-modern
Raskolnikov, Bala attempted
to turn his murder into work
of art, so he could “step over”,
and destroy the final boundary
between author and narrator.

Chris was more real became a
matter of interpretation.

It was this same philosophy
that lead to his conviction.
Everything was a language-
game, and he laced Amok
with literary clues and riddles,
providing Polish police with
details about the murder, from
how he carried out the act to
its all-too-human motivation:
personal jealousy. Bala had
suspected that Janiszewki

was having an affair with his
estranged wife Stasia.

Bala was convicted on
September 6, 2007, but this
February a new trial was
ordered due to lack of evidence.
He is currently working on a
follow-up called Der Lyrick,
which he promises “will be
better than the last one.”

BeiNG ANNOYING IsSN'T THE WoRrsT Sipe EFFeCT oF SNORING
Snoring linked to heart disease and negative health effects

Snoring is an issue for
roommates, partners and family,
and may not seem like much of a
problem to the snorers themselves,
but studies show it should be.

Most people who snore find ways
to deal with it, from buying heavy
curtains to absorbing the sound, to
sleeping where they would be less
likely to disturb their partner. These
solutions definitely help alleviate
the noise problem, but they will not
do anything to counter the negative
health effects. A recent Hungarian
study has brought forth evidence
that snoring is tied to heart disease.

Research conducted by
Hungarian scientists on 12,000
patients revealed that heart attacks
and strokes are more likely to
occur in heavy snorers than non-
or light snorers. The sufferers

of heavy snoring are likely to be
overweight (50 per cent of snoring
cases are weight-related), male

(40 per cent of male adults snore
versus 24 per cent of females),
and/or the children of heavy
snorers (children of habitual

snorers are three times more likely
than other people to develop
snoring habits).

Snoring can be linked to other
issues as well. First and foremost,
obstructive sleep apnea, an episode
that causes sufferers to stop
breathing during the night, is often
both mistaken for, and caused by,
habitual heavy snoring, Snoring s,
in fact, one of many symptoms of
the ailment, along with restlessness
during the night and extreme
fatigue during the day. The lack of
oxygen and rest during the night can
escalate into larger health problems
if left untreated.

Allergies and asthma have also
been tied to snoring, especially
in children. Children prone to
snoring are 8.5 per cent more
likely to suffer from allergy
triggers than children who do
not snore, and 21.8 per cent of
the children of snorers also bear
these reactions. Children with
atopy (an indicator of allergies
and asthma before they strike)

were two times as likely to snore
as other children.

If you feel that your snoring is

an issue, there are several steps
you take. Heavy snorers should
talk to their doctor, arrange an
appointment at a sleep clinic,

or speak to an otolaryngologist.
Light snorers who do not want
their problem to worsen should
lose weight, avoid medication
that causes drowsiness, ot sleep
on their side and during regular
hours. If you make these changes
now you can save yourself a whole
lot of trouble later on, not to
mention helping the person lying
next to you.

New Student Cafe

Certains en auront entendu
parler, mais dautres seront
surpris dapprendre que le 24
mars prochain, ils auront  voter
pour une proposition d'implanter
un frais spécial de 27$ (pour

un cursus de 30 crédits) en

vue de [établissement d'un café
coopératif nommé Lunik. Ces
revenus, se rapprochant de

ceux de I'Association Etudiante,
serviront entre autre  financer
le projet dont la rénovation du
sous-sol du manoir.

The café is proposed to fill what
was the Glendon pub, a space
which has been neglected for
some years, and make it into

an art nouveau-style café with

the capacity to house special
nights such as pubs and a
potential hockey night. A team

of economics students, under the
guidance of Professor Gomez,
have created the project in order
to renovate the pub space to have a
full kitchen and to serve specialty
coffees, among other things, with
a special emphasis on fair-trade,
organic, vegetarian and vegan, and
perhaps even Hillel products. The
team has collected surveys and
researched food distributors to
accommodate student needs, that,
according to the team, are not yet
met on campus.

First, however, they must convince
the students. The referendum
asks for a levy from the students
of about $0.90 per credit that

will serve as a membership fee

to the cooperative. The levy will
begin in September 2008 if it

is approved by York University,
but the date for the café to open

is set for September 2009 due

to renovations. Since Lunik is
being developed out of a class
project, the students working

on it have had limited time to
gather information and build their
research into a solid foundation.

A complete business plan may
not be available for students to
review before the referendum,
but a budget has been created.
Though the budget is based on
realistic estimates, the rough
business plan does not consider
the potential level of competition
from the GAC Bistro, which
offers fair trade coffee, casual
dining, and the recent investment
in two televisions to show sports
games. Since a year is planned
between the initial funding and
the opening of the café, there is a
possible time allowance to work
out any flaws in the plan. If the
referendum does not pass, the
possibility of the Lunik café will

be terminated.

Though the details of the project

are not polished at the moment,
Glendon students have expressed a
desire for improved student space on
campus. As Pier-Bernard Tremblay,
leader of the project noted:“It would
be nice to have a pretty sweet place
where we can chill”
