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Notes OFS De,nounces Ontario Council Report

Toronto and Yortl; Univer­
sity and merging arts and
science courses at adja­
cent universities in Water­
loo and Ottawa.
As well. it suggested uni­

versities look closely at
cost-cutting measures. in­
cluding significant staIr or
salary reductions. and that
the)' considel' sccuring o­
ther sources of revenue.
such as corporate dona­
tions. or undertaking new
activities which involve
thern in private industry.

T he report concluded
that declining f':nrollment
would threaten the jobs of
faculty and staff but not
necessa rily the quality of
education in Onta rio.

Golombek criticized the'
report for advancing
"specious arguments" by
suggesting ur.iversities
L'Ould continue financial
viability by cost-cutting,
"Costs have already been
cut to the bone".

Neither was increased
corporate financing a way
out as the report sugges­
ted, he said. That would
"reduce universities to
public begging on Bay
Street".

The report was commis­
sioned at the request of
the province's 15 univer­
sities. Its recommenda­
tior.s !ncluded closing or
modif.ving the satellite col­
leges at the University of

nuing underfunding of uni­
versities by the provincial
government" and assumed
ua cO':\tinued decline in the
)X\rticipation inpost-secon­
daryeducation".

"No l~nsid~ration is gi­
ven u. the arguments for
increasing funding or m­
creasing acct'ss to univer­
sities. It's passing the
buck back to universities
rather than dealing with
what dcgree of funding is
needed. ,.

He said r.he report was
part of a ublatant attempt"
by the Ontario govemment
"to readjust society's edu­
cational goals in a short­
sighted attempt to balan­
ce the provincial budget".

Ottawa (CUP) --A report
that recommended closing
several col1eges and the
partial merger or several
universities in Ontario is
a "blatant attempt to re­
adjust society's educa­
tional goa.'~;. according to
Ontario Federation of Stu­
dents spokesperson Alan

Golombeck.
The report, releasedSep­

tember 25 by the Ontario
Cvuncil on University Af­
fairs, and Ontario govern­
ment advisory bocb'. re­
commended the closings
and mergers 'as a remedy
for plunging enrollment
and revenues.

Golombek said the report

We have shown that workers in the public sector can suc­
cessfully fight back against cutbacks aimed 31 the lowest paid
workers. We have shown that wher. the cause is just, men and
women. students and facuity, secretaries and tradesmc:l will unite (0

But we did not win our Mruggle alo,nc.
From the day the strike began we were deluged with SUPpOrl from

both on and off campus. The other unions al York - YUFA, CUPE
Local 1230. the Operating Engineers. the GAA - came 10 our assis­
tance immediately. A sizeable section of the York sludent body iden·
tified with our struggle and organized 10 aid us. Trade unionisls,
women's groups and concerned individuals from as far away as Van·
couve;- Island sent messages of support. Thousands of dollars were
contributed t') our strike fund - without an offiCial appeal for funds
having been sent out. I

Two large demo.nstrations of public support were cancelled after
we rt:ached a ten alive agreemenl on OClober 3rd. A public rally had

been ~cheduled for that evening, to which top elected representatives
of the largest public service unions in the Toronto area had agreed to
atlcnd. And a Women's Day Rally on Ihe picket line, endorsed by
scores of women's groups across the province had also been planned
for October 4th.

We had just begun to tap all Ihe resources at our disposal. all the
generous offers, the shrewd advice.

per cent from present en­
rolment le\'els "should not
be unexpected". With fun­
ding on a per student ba­
sis, less students means
less revenue for the pro­
vince's 15 go\'ernmenl·
supported uni\'ersities.

Additionally. in the con·
text of 'Ile Davis GO\'ern­
ment's program of res­
trainitlg pnJ\'inrial spen­
ding the OCl'A sa.\'s it is
anticipated universities
will be held to grant in­
creases well belo",' the
growth in the cost·of·li­
ving.
