By barricading themselves
in the Acropolis and with-
holding all “feminine
charms™ lor their husbands,
the women hope Lo bring an
end to war and bring their
men home., The bawdily
humourous events which
ensue involve some preity,
ahem, protrusive visual gags

and not-so-subtle word plays
on the male sexval organ

A less energetic cast may
not have succeeded in main-
taining the stamina required
throughout Lvsistrara. How-
ever, the sheer phy=icality of
these players ensured a on-
stant renewal of jokes which
