The GCSU has, on several occasions, attempted to
effectively communicate with York Federation of
Students, and the administration at York Main. Although
YFS is morally obliged to assist the smaller college
governments, no effort on their part has been made to
ensure a political link with Glendon.

Andy Straisfeld,
President of the GCSU, is
fed up with the YFS’
“Laissez Faire” attitude
towards the smaller colleges,
specifically Glendon. “How
do you react towards an
organizationthatimplies you
have no power when you
actually do?”. According to
Mr. Straisfeld, without the
assistance of YFS with key

issues like security, course
selection, working
photocopiers and the future
of the Café de la Terrasse, a
conflict is unavoidable.
There are several
Glendon issues that should -
be discussed and clarified
between the two
governments. Fortunately,

Present York University policy allows smoking of
tobacco products in the back third of the Glendon
cafeteria.

These
cafteteria customers, having
purchased their meals, feel
they are entitled to sit at a
table and breathe clean air.

I want everyone at Glendon to think about all their
previous schools and how many photocopiers (in working
condition) there were. Then, compare it to the Glendon
campus. Do we not pay enough in tuition fees, parking
fees, etc., that we should have only one photocopier in the
Salon Garigue? Do not be fooled by the other copier
which was put in there in the last few days: only one is

functional!

Personally I can say
that the machine has been of
no use to me 80% of the time.
How many times has it let
you down, has it not been
working, did it only have
legal size paper? You know
the story! Why should we
have to run to the library to
wait in line for who knows
how long, hoping that their
photocopiers will work
(everyone can recall the
events of two weeks ago)?
As a councillor I was
appalled. Ichose this student
council position to represent
the students, and this problem
is a joke.

photocopying facilities and
insisting that a letter be sent
to the library expressing our
concern with their
photocopiers.

I presented all my
feelings at a council meeting
two weeks ago whereupon a
few upper-echelon council
members blasted me, saying
that it was ridiculous, “we
have no money” and that
photocopiers for Glendon
students are a “LUXURY”.
Even more shocking were
statements that the students
of Glendon cannot use the
photocopier; that they are
incapable of properly
operating the only one year-
old machinein the Salon. You
tell me, when has a one year-
old machine been broken

more times than it has been
operable? The only bright
side to this is that our petition
will be presented next
Wednesday and that Council
President, Andy Straisfeld
was honourable and quick in
his reaction to this (many
council members were at
crossroads over it, however).
He immediately arranged for
one or two more copiers and
presented a few other ideas.
Yet it remains a fact that we,
the population of Glendon
must always have a right to
these services, that we never
be let down and that our
Student Union (if itisa union)
really represent our concerns.
So far, out of roughly 203
people I asked to sign my
petition only about 13
declined. Two did for
personal reasons, five
abstained and six others were
Student Council members.
All others who were asked,
that is you the students,
signed. I thank you for
supporting your school
(where your financial
commitment should, at least,
allow you the same basic

Mardi le 16 novembre, le Club d’Economie/Eco-
nomics Club de Glendon recevait, a titre conférencier
invité, le professeur Harry Eastman, président de la
Commission pour la réglementation des prix des

médicaments au Canada.

Pour bien comprendre
la situation de D’industrie
pharmaceutique au Canada,
il faut se pencher sur le
processus de développement
des médicaments. La
premiere étape est la recher-
che des éléments actifs qui
vont composer la base du
médicament, c’est une étape
cruciale, et trées dispendieuse;
parce qu’il y a beaucoup
d’essais mais peu de résultats
positifs. C’estun peucomme
chercher du pétrole, il faut
faire plusieurs trous avant de
trouverun bon filon. Une fois
que la premiere étape est
complétée un brevet peu étre
obtenu pour protéger la
découverte des éléments
actifs.

Apres que les éléments
actifs aient été identifiés en
laboratoire, I’étape suivante
est le pré-essais clinique sur
les animaux. C’est une
période qui peut prendre
plusieurs années, et qui est
aussi  dispendieuse a
conduire. En plus
,aujourd’hui, les laboratoires
doivent tenir compte d’une
opinion publique de plus en
plus sensible au sort des

animaux de laboratoire.

La derniere étape: les
essais cliniques sur les
humains. Cette étape peut
prendre de quelques mois a
quelquesannées. Laconduite
des essais de laboratoire est
réglementée par le
gouvernement fédéral, et les
régles a suivre sont
nombreuses et rigides, ce qui
augmente le coup des essais
cliniques. Si les essais
cliniques sont positifs, la
compagnie peutdemander un
avis de conformité a Ottawa.
Ensuite, apres que toutes ces
étapes soient complétées, le
médicaments peut enfin étre
mis en marché

Les gens de I’industrie
s’accordent pour dire qu’une
période de 8 a 10 ans peut
s’écouler entre I’obtention
d’un brevet et 1’avis de
conformité. En moyenne, il
en colte environ 250 mil-
lions $US pour développer
un nouveau produit, et ce
avant méme qu’il soit mis en
marché.

The year 1944 gave
birth to numerous historical
events, from the first proposal
of the United Nations, to the
opening of Sartre’s No Exit,
to the discovery of the
Maidanek concentration
camp in Poland. Closer to
home, Toronto was witness-
ing a significant event with
the opening of what was then
called “The Pilot Grill”.

According to the Pilot,
i's name, which was con-
ceived during the height of
WWII, was a reflection of
“the love and affection peo-
ple felt for the daring young
pilots in the R.C.A.F.”. The
Pilot Grill, which waslocated
on Yonge St., just north of

Johanne Tremblay

Bloor (then North Toronto),
obtained its liquor license in
1949 and changed its name to
“The Pilot Tavern”. By the
mid-60s, the bar found itself
in downtown Toronto, in the
then “artistic ghetto of
Yorkville”. In 1972, the Pi-
lot was moved to its present
location (22 Cumberland St.),
to allow for the construction
of Cumberland Terrace (the
CIBC building at Yonge and
Bloor). The tavern was pur-
chased by two enthusiastic
patrons in 1987 who then
expanded the bar with the
opening of The Ready Room
on the second floor in 1992
and The Flight Deck (the larg-

iloveamanin UNIFORM (arecent widely-released
Canadian film) chronicles the downward spiral of a
dissatisfied bank-teller with actorly aspirations (played
chillingly by Tom McCamus) who finally lands a plum
part in an American-style T.V. cop show.

Heather Birrell

While working at the
bank, he is witness to a hold-
up during which a security
guard is shot in cold blood.
Later, in preparation for his
“role of alifetime”, he begins
walking the streets in his
uniform (which consists of a
renegade biker type jacket
and cap). Along the way, he
is put in his place by an
indignant motorist, who
refuses to believe he is parked
illegally. These incidents,
combined with  the
powerlessness he feelsin his
personal life make him a ripe
candidate for some pretty
heavy duty delusional
fantasies. He begins to see
everything from a coldly
detached perspective,as mere
elements to be incorporated
into his character. When he
catches a kid trying to break
into his neighbour’s
apartment, he intimidates
then moralizes with all the
zeal of an evangelist, then
proceeds to confiscate the

thief’s gun for his own use.

Atone pointduring the
film, our pseudo-policeman
insists he knows the
“difference betweenrightand
wrong”, and yet, as his sense
of righteousness grows, the
line which separates these
polarized ideals becomes
increasingly blurred. During
his agonizing finale, we
become aware that he has so
completely absorbed his
“character” that he can no
longer distinguish between
himself and the cop
“determined to get the scum
off the streets”. This sort of
self-fulfilling prophecy
comes horrifyingly close to
the way in which we, as a
culture, have come to accept
gratuitous violence and
subsequently incorporate it
into our lives.

i love a man in
UNIFORM has been called a
very “American” film. The
amountof violence portrayed
on the streets and the

stereotypes which emerge
there (good cop, bad pimp,
victimized hooker) definitely
seem born in the U.S. of A.
What is perhaps more un-
American (is it Canadian?!?)
is the constant and ironic
undermining of the values
these stereotypes represent.
Unfortunately, the female
characters in this film are
surprisingly 2-D, which leads
us to wonder whether David
Wellington (producer)has
fallen into his own trap, or
whether he is merely
parodying the restrictive
molds into which women are
constantly forced.

The Toronto Sun, by
branding i love a man in
UNIFORM a“‘re-invention of
the PSYCHO-SEXUAL
DRAMA?” seems to have
completely missed the point.
If anything, thisisa terrifying
parable of how easily
members of our society can
be sucked into the PSYCHO-
SEXUAL DRAMA which
has become, to some extent
our collective reality.

Four years after the release of The Sensual World,
Kate Bush has released her seventh album called The Red
Shoes, inspired by the 1943 film by the same name.

The album is a bit of a
celebrity get-together with
guest musicians such as Eric
Clapton, Jeff Beck, and, most
notably, Prince. We also see
the return of violin virtuoso
Nigel Kennedy and the Trio
Bulgarka whose stunning
vocals provide a rich
mystique to the elegant
Sensual World. A firstlisten
to this album makes it sound
like a desperate attempt at the
elusive American top 40
charts and "Moments" seems
like a cash in on the popular
"This Woman’s Work".

Yes, many of these
tracks seem to border on pop
diva drivel, but don’t dispair!
There are strong tracks in
which we see evidence of the
old Kate shining through. The
title track is a wonderful piece
of jazzed up Irish folk (which
Kate loves to play with).
‘Lily’ is classic Kate in which

her brother Paddy plays
singing bowls and fujare
which add to the exotic sound
that is her trademark.
"Solomon’s song" is another
fantastic vocal piece
featuring The Trio Bulgarka,
who work brilliantly with
Kate’s voice. Another
favourite of mine is the most
experimental song on the
album, "Big Stripey Lie"
featuring Nigel Kennedy.

Breeders’ Last Splash

It is a wild and wonderful thing to see a live band,
even locally, who genuinely loves to perform and can do
so minus the nearly standard attitude. The fortunate few
in attendance at last Friday night’s soldout Breeders
show enjoyed this rare phenomenon. Head Breeder Kim
Deal, grinning like a Cheshire throughout her inspired
delivery, surpassed all expectations. The former Pixie
lead the band through a solid set of favorites from Pod,
Safari and the most recent Last Splash, satiating the
alternative crowd’s appetite for the unusual.

Recent addition, twin
sister Kelly Deal opened the
show with a strong rendition
of "I Just Want to Get Along"
balancing enthusiasm and
skill. A former computer
analyst, Kelly learned to play
the guitar during the Breeders
tour with Nirvana only last

year, but this is not obvious
to the objective listener.
Sharing vocal duties with her
more experienced twin, Kelly
adds a legitimate freshness
that might otherwise be
absent in the Breeders.

In contrast, classically
trained bassist Josephine

Wiggsand nomadic drummer
Jim Mc Pherson are both
creative  professionals
familiar with the business,
adding to the band’s
marketability factor. The
drumsare of vital importance
to the Breeders, which makes
McPherson’s impressive
contribution that much more
valuable. The harmonious
combination of professional
and amateur forces, as well
as a clearly positive band-

energy, results in an
infectious success: Last
Splash.

The irreverent

underground classic "Divine
Hammer" , an ode to the

female libido, was a standout
that appeared to be a band
favourite. "Safari", a lesser-
known earlier track was
memorable and  will
undoubtably make new fans
want to complete their
Breederslibrary. The peerless
"No Aloha", rumoured to be
a jab at former Pixie Frank
Black, evolved into a
screaming riff that spiraled
bitterly into the unknown.

When the famed duo
finally took the stage, the
crowd was definitely ready
for them. The crowd had
cheered and sung along to the
songs performed by Blue
Rodeo, despite the terrible
feedback and sound quality.
And when we couldn’t
undertand a word that Gordon
Lightfootsaid, itdidn’treally
matter, we cheered him
enough that he came back for

an encore. But when Simon
and Garfunkel stepped out
into the spotlight, it wasn’t
the lights that blinded them,
but the warmth and
enthusiasm of the audience.

They opened with one
of their best known ballads,
“The Boxer”. They and their
voices were a little older, a
little more mature, but it just
made the experience all that
much Dbetter. When
Garfunkel made fun of
Simon, or came out juggling,
or came in a verse too soon
on “Kathy’s Song”, it just
proved that this wasn’t some
bizarre lip-sync toa greatCD.

Oh, Baby stars Karen Hines as her own toxic candy
creation Pochsy. Both sweet and sour in the extreme,
Pochsy is the manifestation of alargely aimless generation
most notable for its ironic contradictions and warped

value-system.

Inspired by the French art of satirical

clowning, known as bouffon, and particularly by Philipe
Gaulier the master clown-artist with whom she studied,
Hines cleverly manipulates Pochsy into a modern social

critic.

Like a twisted Venus,
Pochsy regales the audience
with a series of personal
anecdotes from her half-shell.
With seemingly playful
observation, she jumps from
such varied topics as the
environment, the 976-CHAT
line, fashion, relationships,
advertising and the surrogate
faith of materialism. Pochsy
is an armed cherub who,
through song, dance, some
desparate phone calls and a
couple of revealing chats with
God, presents  with
reasonable subtlety some

bittersweet truths.

North America’s
obsession with image,
ownership and power, as well
as its general self-absorption
(teamed with the spiritual
void) are mercilessly
addressed. Hines, however,
does not give herself any
immunity to Pochsy’s
penetrating criticism.
Instead, it seems likely that
some of the most thought-
provoking lines are
autobiographically sourced.
In a talk with God, for
example, she explains,

"(Sorry) I haven’t contacted
you for a while, but I haven’t
needed anything lately."

Oh, Baby is an
intelligently amusing
commentary on the random
and sometimes absent moral
fibre of our society. Pochsy
makes a nasty stab at pop-
culture under the guise of the
classically naive clown,
disassociating herself (and
almost us too), which
provides the most honest and
telling humour. “ Do you
ever get the feeling even ona
holiday that you’d like to get
away?” , asks the sadly
searing Pochsy. If you do ,
establish your alliance with
the exceedingly talented
Karen Hines and go see Oh,
Baby!

Simon) of the Skydome.

They played some of
their oldest and best hits.

Suddenly, it was as if
there had never been any
animosity between the two
of them. When they broke
out into a calypso version of
“Cecilia” it was as if they

were starting a new chapter
in their lives that we were
there to share. I guess what
I’m trying to explain is the
incredible feeling I had
because of that concert. It
was almost like a religious
experience. It was something
amazing and wonderful that
touched us all. When [came
out, I was ready to heal the
world, and my friend just
wanted to hug the world. 1
know that some people
thought that the concert
wasn’t all that great; I can’t
say that lunderstand that, but
I can say that I feel for you.
Maybe that’s the way to tell
whether or not it’s a good
concert, because if it’s good,
you feel it, you don’t think
about it. So, just before
midnight, November 13th,
1993, over 45 000 people left
the Skydome “Feeling
Groovy”.

What is Stress?

Stress is the “wear and tear” our bodies experience as
we adjust to our continually changing environment; it has
physical and emotional effects on us and can create positive
or negative feelings. As a positive influence, stress can help
compel us to action; it can result in a new awareness and an
exciting new perspective. As a negative influence, it can
result in feelings of distrust, rejection, anger and depression,
which in turn can lead to health problems such as headaches,
upset stomach, rashes, insomnia, ulcers, high blood pressure,
heart disease and stroke.

How Can I Eliminate Stress From my Life?

Our goal is not to eliminate stress but to learn how to
manage itand how to use it to help us. Insufficient stress acts
as a depressant and may leave you feeling bored or dejected;
on the other hand, excessive stress may leave us feeling “tied
up in knots”. What we need to do is find the optimal level of
stress which will individually motivate but not overwhelm
us.

What is My Optimal Level of Stress?

There is no single level of stress that is optimal for all
people. We are each unique and therefore what is distressing
to one person may be a joy to another. Even when we agree
that a particular event is distressing, we are likely to differ in
