representation?

In October 1967, in
response to student
demands, it was decided
to include five student
positions in a council of

55. This move, accord-
ing to Barry Watson, a
council member at the
time, “reflects the facul-
ty’s feeling that the
informed student view-
point should be heard. It
brings a different per-
spective to the council.”
Over the years there
have been several
changes in the number
of students on council
and their influence, but
the need for an informed
student viewpoint is still
here today.

Why should stu-
dents care
about Faculty

Council?

Decisions of importance
such as class size, allo-
cation of resources to
different departments,
the growth of the col-
lege, etc. are all made

by FC. Students who
are a part of this councii
are able to lobby for and
make changes in the
areas that are important
to them. A strong stu-
dent caucus is able to
lobby and advance
many important issues.
Students at Glendon
have more of a say in
the running of their col-
lege than the majority of
Canadian students. We
have it, let's use it! York
University is a public
institution and is owned
by the people of Ontario.
As such it is accountable
to the owners - you and
me. Having students on
FC ensures that the col-
lege remains account-
able. Get involved!

He said it was the best
class he ever had.
Obviously a man who
felt life strongly and to
whom it gave pleasure
to see others with simi-
lar passion, Professor
Frankfurter constantly
implored us to "fill our
heads with knowledge"
and to use that knowi-
edge to carve out an
opinion.

Research into Glen
Frankfurter's life has
shown me an interesting
and varied man. He au-

the navy during World
War Il and maintained a
keen interest in the arts,
as a patron and an ama-
teur musician. He is
survived by his sister
Fanny, his nephew Roy
and many friends. He
will be greatly missed in
this corner of the world.
