'.'

For those who suffer from the b'landness of Canad'ia~-
hood, the national and/or bi-national debate that
is bubbl ing in Canada1s periodical press and on her
publ DC platforms offers promise., Twentieth century
government in the province of Quebec, increasing
Dominion-Provincial haggl ing and an approaching
centennial have triggered a Canadian soul-search
which perhaps heralds the coming of Canada1s
missing historical link - a national crisis".

In any event, more and more Canadians,and especi­
ally young Canadians. are wondering why Canada,
and particularity English-Canada lack the vitality
and sense of community that Canadian cultural,
physical and historical resources suggest is
possible. - What are they?

With this in mind, a group of Toronto-area
students,including a York graduate, Dale Taylor,
have conceived the "Canada-lOO" Project Cl The
rationale of the Project is to develop a pool of
young Canadians within the next few crucial
years who have more or less systematically thought
and travelled about Canada. Such a I1 poo l"
would no doubt become a rich source of new
approaches to and interpretations of Canadianhood.
As a result, the voice of a new generation would
be effectively added to the current Canadian
debate. This, then, is the challenge of the
Project: to help equip an expanding group of
Canadians. G • between 18 and, say 25, ••• with
sufficient knowledge, direction and inspiration t<?
iniect substance and comitrrjent into the next round
of Canadian "compromises,.'"

The Prime Minister recently declared in'the House
of Commons that he refuses to 1Ibelieve that ••• we
in th is country must move apart. And yet Canada
remains - particularily for its young people an
"unknown country ll. The Prime Ministerls optomism,
however laudable, is unrealistic unless it is
accompanied by an increasing effort on the part
of Canadians to IIknow" their country: to increase
their feeling for the land, the people, the heritage
and the promise that is Canada and to face squarely
the problem of effective and honourable Canadian
survi\til. T~e IICanada-,IOO" Proiect is one way of
doing th iso

In the hope that the Proiect will catch on in other
Canadian centres, and eventually stimulate a
federal programme - perhaps a"form of limited
national service in the summers - a start has been
made in Toronto this year. A small group of
students' attending post-secondary institutions in
the Toronto area will be selected by application
and interview and will be required to read ex­
tensively this summer on various aspects of Canada.
(A comprehensive Proiect bibl iography is now being
prepared" )

During the school term of 1964-65 the participants
will continue and concentrate their reading and
will meet perhaps once a month for group discussion,
study and business. At least one well-known 7

Canadian guest will attend each of these meetings.
The fol Lowing summer I finances permitting,
and as a result of planning in the winter, group
and individual travel about Canada will be
subsidized for such purposes as IIfact-finding ll

cre~ut~ve IIdiaries ll (both written and graphic)
will be combined with other individual
researches and an illustrated Proiect "Yearbook ll

will be edited and publ idled with the assistance
of a group of interested and experienced "senior
advisors 11. Th is will be at about the same time as
another group will be starting the sequence againe
A series of such proiects across the country and a fee
proiect along similar lines would be stimulating
and useful.

Although administrative, financial, research and
other details will become clearer as time
passes and as the present and future participants
gain experience, the IICANADA-IOO" Proiect
has begun and it deserves\ ths.tfvll support of the
student community.
